As of January 31, 2018, statewide hydrologic conditions were as follows: precipitation, 60 percent of average to date; runoff, 55 percent of average to date; and reservoir storage, 105 percent of average to date.  
Sacramento River Region unimpaired runoff, for Water Year 2018, observed through January 31, 2018 was about 3.4 million acre-feet (MAF), which is about 62 percent of average.  In comparison to Water Year 2017, the observed Sacramento River Region unimpaired runoff through January 31, 2017 was about 11.9 MAF, or about 218 percent of average.  San Joaquin River Region unimpaired runoff, for Water Year 2018, observed through January 31, 2018 was about 0.7 MAF, which is about 67 percent of average.  In comparison to Water Year 2017, the observed San Joaquin River Region unimpaired runoff through January 31, 2017 was about 3.8 MAF, or about 342 percent of average.  Tulare Lake Region unimpaired runoff, for Water Year 2018, observed through January 31, 2018 was about 0.3 MAF, which is about 63 percent of average.  In comparison to Water Year 2017, the observed Tulare Lake Region unimpaired runoff through January 31, 2017 was about 0.9 MAF, or about 230 percent of average.

On January 31, 2018, the Northern Sierra 8-Station Precipitation Index Water Year total was 19.6 inches, which is about 70 percent of the seasonal average to date and 37 percent of an average water year (51.8 inches).  During January, the total precipitation for the 8-Stations was 7.0 inches, or about 78 percent of average for the month.  Last year on January 31, 2017, the Water Year 2017 seasonal total for the 8-Stations was 53.2 inches, or about 191 percent of average.  
On January 31, 2018, the San Joaquin 5-Station Precipitation Index Water Year total was 9.2 inches, which is about 44 percent of the seasonal average to date and 22 percent of an average water year (40.2 inches).  During January, the total precipitation for the 5-Stations was 4.2 inches, or about 58 percent of average for the month.   Last year on January 31, 2017, the Water Year 2017 seasonal total for the 5-Stations was 42.9 inches, or about 208 percent of average.
On January 31, 2018, the Tulare Basin 6-Station Precipitation Index Water Year total was 4.5 inches, which is about 31 percent of the seasonal average to date and 15 percent of an average water year (28.8 inches).  During January, the total precipitation for the 6-Stations was 2.5 inches, or about 46 percent of average for the month.  Last year on January 31, 2017, the Water Year 2017 seasonal total for the 6-Stations was 30.2 inches, or about 209 percent of average.
